Bethany’s Spring Parade 2009

gentle breeze blew through the St. Joseph
Center Garden on a gorgeous Saturday in May,
as 34 table setters eagerly arranged their decorative
tables for Bethany’s annual fundraiser: the Spring
Parade. Under cover of the
large white tent, the unique
creations at each table reflected
the 2009 theme “Come Join the
Dance of Life.” As finishing
touches were made by table
sponsors, they were soon
joined by 250 guests, including
34 Bethany graduates.

The Spring Parade is not only

Bethany’s annual fundraiser,

but a “Welcome Home!” to the graduates and a

chance for them to shine on stage. As guests enjoyed

the scrumptious luncheon provided by Collette’s

Catering, graduates walked a runway modeling

clothes from ArtRageous—a nearby clothing store on

Chapman Avenue in Orange. Spring Parade guests

also heard from the graduates themselves as they
shared how Bethany provided them with

the life skills to help them get back on
their feet and stay there.

The luncheon and fashion show are
only two of the elements that go into
the Spring Parade event. Surprise Gift

Bags, Dollar Raffles, Silent Auction and
Grand Prize tables were set up around the
perimeter of the tent to accommodate
the numerous gifts to be won. In
the raffle drawing, Cynthia
Schaldenbrand won $1,000
(and donated $500 back!);
Monica Mano, a frequent
volunteer and committee
member from St. Joseph
Health System, won the
trip and Disneyland
tickets; and Maureen
Telles, won the quilt.
Altogether, the event
netted about $40,000,

including pledges for educational scholarships for the
residents and graduates. The Spring Parade is a key
part of Bethany’s fundraising each year.

Abig “Thank You!” went to Bethany’s Fashion Show
Committee, Sisters of St. Joseph
of Orange, and Bethany staff for
helping put the event together.
Volunteers included St. Joseph
Health System employees, many
with teenage children serving as
junior volunteers, and Bethany
graduates who entertained, set
tables, sold tickets and helped
clean up.
